Portfolios, Testing & Reporting
All student work is their portfolio. Need to show what they are truly capable of ie “evidence”.
Formal Reporting will be and the end of each Semester. 
Evaluation of student progress is ongoing. Parent Interviews anytime requested (open door). 
Formal tasks will be monitored regularly (at the end of a unit of work or at important learning stages).
Spelling Fortnightly. Maths Diagnostic Tests at the end of a unit of work. 
Tasks given during the year will attract levels after their successful completion in the following way: 
0 = Very Low Achievement (0%-20%), 1 = Limited Achievement (21%-39%), 
2 = Satisfactory Achievement (40%-60%), 3 = Good Achievement (61%-79%), 
4 = Excellent Achievement (80%-100%). These tie in with percentages where applicable.

Homework
30-45 minutes ONLY. Not meant to be for parents or anything new. Its purpose is to get students into a routine and develop positive work habits at home. Finishing off, revision, consolidation and resource collection. Nothing that hasn’t been covered or needs to be covered in class.
Abridged Year 12 Notes from Woodvale SHS Information Night (17 – 2 – 2009):
“Research clearly demonstrates that the best way to help your upper school student succeed is to work in partnership with their teachers.
Here are some ways you can support your upper school student at home:
1. Set up a quiet area where they can study and ensure they are using that space at least four days a week. The brain responds very well to habits and they must reinforce positive study habits.
2. Negotiate that study time is console, TV, mobile, Facebook and Twitter free. Leave their mobiles outside the room. Some students listen to music and say that helps but the brain research shows the only music that stimulates the brain is Baroque music!
3. There are two types of study: finishing work that was set in class and going over their texts and notes. Upper school students must do both.
4. The brain learns best through pictures. Constructing “Mind Maps” and displaying them in the toilet and bedroom is very powerful visual learning. Google Mind Maps for sites like – http://www.jcu.edu.au/studvskills/mindmaps/
5. Sleep is very important to the brain and your student should be sleeping at least eight hours a night. The brain clears out rubbish while sleeping and refreshes. Don’t let them drink high sugar drinks in the evening and limit tea and coffee. Sleep is vital to learning. Equally important is that your child should eat a good breakfast as this affects their ability to concentrate and to endure the stresses of Year 12.”
