Room 12 Homework Requirements
Further to my discussions with the parents that were present at this year’s Parent Introductory Session and as a result of my monitoring of student progress during this term, I would like to refresh, elaborate and clarify details relating to my expectations for work completion at home.

The average amount of time spent should be roughly 30-45minutes per night, including, but not restricted to the following:
· Tasks that remain incomplete during a school day need to be finished off at home the same night and returned to school the following day.

· Complete one piece of Creative Writing per fortnight (“Drafted” in class).

· Revision and practice of “Times Tables”.
· Revision of the Day’s work from “Booklist Text” ie Signpost Maths, Spelling Conventions, Reading Around Language, Reading Around Writing About.

· Research for class themes.

· Preparation for the school day eg collecting items for Science experimentation.

· Silent reading with oral review ie students explain what they have just read to their parent/s.
· Online “Set Tasks” for Studyladder, Spelling City and Reading Eggspress.

· Completion of “Study Sheet” activities at the rate of one sheet per fortnight.

A simple timetable suggestion for one day could be:

10 min writing. 10min reading. 5 min Tables. 10 min “Set Tasks”. 10 min Revision of Work Book activities
Online “Set Task” elaboration:

I utilise these powerful, well organised sites and assign work to students that is directly related to the concepts covered in class for every two week period throughout the year. These “Set Tasks” (StudyLadder) and “Assignments” (Spelling City) include sequential and levelled items for Reading Comprehension, Formal English, Mathematics Processes and Problem Solving, NAPLAN Review and Practice, Science, Spelling Rules and Generalisations, Thematic Study Sheets and a variety of other curriculum areas or interests. 
At the end of each two week period, I look at student progress through the teachers’ portal and assess progress for the work covered and then set the next fortnight’s Set Tasks and Assignments. The Spelling City lists assigned are actually the exact words that are used in the Spelling Conventions book that was purchased as part of your child’s booklist this year and are tested in class every two weeks.
“Study Sheets” allow for children to complete a range of tasks that have been developed around a given theme eg diamonds

It is possible for you to view your child’s progress and completion of this online work by logging on with the details included on the back of this sheet. If I have any concerns about your child’s progress I will contact you. Please feel free to contact me if you require clarification or have concerns regarding these requirements.
