Sometimes you will find exceptions to the rule. Find some examples
of this too.

~ 1. Change the final 'y’ to 'i' before adding any suffix, except with 'ing' or
when 'y' follows a vowel.
e.g. carry-carried; carry-carrying

2. A short vowel sound should always be followed by two consonants when adding 'y',
‘ed', 'ing' or'er'
e.g. run-running; jump-jumper

3. 'e' goes away when 'ing' comes to stay.
come-coming

4. When the words 'all', 'full' and '1ill' are used as suffixes and prefixes, one 'I' is
dropped.
e.g. already; fulfil

5. When a word ends in an 'e' the 'e' is usually dropped when a suffix beginning with a
vowel is added.
e.g. bake + ing = baking

6. When a word ends in an 'e' the 'e' is usually kept when a suffix beginning with a
consonant is added.
e.g. price + less = priceless

7. The prefixes dis- dnd mis- never drop their 's', even when added to a word
beginning with 's'.
e.g. dis-ablity; dis-satisfied

8. Words ending in -ce and -ge drop the -e when -ing is added but
retain the -e when -able and -ous are added.
e.g. notice; noticing; noticeable

9. Short a'e'i' o' u' are followed by 'ck' (in one syllable words); 'k’
goes in front of 'e' and 'i'; 'c' goes in front of 'a’ (cat), ‘o' (cot)
and 'u’' (cut).

e.g. 'k' goes after 'n' (pink), or 'l' (milk), or's' (ask)

10. 'k, 'g' and 'p' are silent at the beginning of a word if followed by
a consonant (usually 'n).
e.g. knee; gnaw

11. Words ending in -e drop the 'e' before a suffix beginning with a vowel,
but retain it before a suffix beginning with a consonant.
e.d. move/movable/movement
